· infrastructure (i.e. hospital) can’t deal with the current population right now

· Teton county WY has such limited private ground so what’s available to be affordable housing? Teton co, has the ability (land based) to provide housing. Housing really does intermingle with transportation issue. So if Teton provides housing then we need to develop transportation plan.

· 3% tax cap limits infrastructure. Land values increase but can’t increase mill levy rate. Growth rate is highest in state, but mill levy is one of the lowest. Options to solve: Legislation (Idaho), tax revenue sharing (Teton Co.Wy to Teton Co. 112) If we’re going to share the housing, then we have to share the infrastructure costs/tax revenue. Cities can pass taxes to support (Driggs just did for FH 76) counties are precluded from doing this. Impact fees are being considered, possibly within 2 years, but will only deal with individual new developments. Will not deal with past problems. Over the past 15 years the 3% cap has led to inequalities.

· Need vision of what Teton valley will be. Do we really want a bedroom community? Are we headed towards depressed businesses?

· What can replace AG? Small R& D companies? Need economic development for small business growth. Do we want to be Rec/tourism based? How do we attract business-need a better way to pay for infrastructure-not just from residential property taxes, but from business as well.

· People are coming here for affordability but also to avoid density. People are willing to commute to live in the rockies and have an acre of land
